LEAF AND YARD MATERIAL

In this By-law, “leaf and yard material” includes but is not limited to:

(a) leaves;

(b) grass clippings;

(c) trees (excluding root balls);

(d) garden roots and cuttings;

(e) hedge and shrub trimmings;

(f) brush cuttings;

(9) twigs and branches;

(h) Christmas trees;

(i) Other plant material; and

() Any other item determined by the Clerk from time to time to be leaf and yard
material.

(k) And shall be collected at the landfill so long as it is separated and sorted into
appropriate piles.

The attendant will allow a maximum of 4 — one-half ton truck loads of brush per
household per year to be disposed of.

Contractors who approach the municipality with a request to dispose of brush will be
told that the municipality recommends the usage of a chipper and will not be allowed
to dispose of brush in our site. Municipal roads staff will maintain the practise of
letting brush lie along roadsides.

Stumps are prohibited.
